Being careful is not enough.You should
test the temperature of your home's water
heater by letting your tap water run for three
to five minutes. Then, test the temperature
with a candy, meat or water thermometer. If
the temperature is over 125 degrees, your hot
water heater is set too high. Remember the
microwave oven can super heat liquids and
food, again test the temperature.
